TO OUR COMMUNITY AND LOYAL SCOUT FAMILY:

The Greater St. Louis Area Council continues to fulfill its promise to our community.
The Council’s ongoing commitment is to provide the highest quality Scouting
program that positively influences young people.

Outdoor programs, training courses, and other services continue to meet or exceed
expectations. This was evident by the number of youth members retained in 2006.
Sixty-six percent of Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts, and Venturers continued to participate in
2006 —a 9.3 point increase compared to 2005. The retention rate for Boy Scouts —
76 percent —was an 11.7 point increase and the highest rate of all councils in the
nation. Our programs reached more young people than ever before. Our total number
of members and participants reached 66,820 — an all-time high.

The Council also is committed to ongoing improvement of its operations and
methods. During a strategic planning process in 2006, more than 1,000 adult
volunteer leaders, community leaders and other stakeholders contributed valuable
feedback and innovative ideas. The focus was narrowed to five strategic priorities during
the next three years. The priorities can be remembered by the acronym PRIME:

P: Programs: elevating and enhancing quality

R: Resources: growing capital and operating funds

I: Image: increasing awareness of Scouting’s positive impact on all

M: Membership: growing units, members and participants

E: Effectiveness: developing high-performing teams of board members,

staff and volunteers
