


Egyptian District Racing Specifications and Rules
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Width: Overall width shall not exceed 3 inches.
Length: Overall length shall not exceed 7 inches.

. Weight: Weight shall not exceed 5 oz. or 141.75 grams. No loose materials of any

kind are permitted on the car. The can may be hollowed out and built up to the
maximum weight by the addition of wood or metal only, provided it is securely
built into the body or chassis.

Wheel Bearings, Washers and Bushings are prohibited.

Springing: The car shall not ride on any type of springs.

Details: Details such as steering wheel, driver, decals, painting, and interior detail
are permissible as long as these details do not exceed the maximum allowable
weight of the car.

Attachments: The car must be free-wheeling with no steering devices.
Materials: Only materials in the official Grand Prix Pinewood Derby Racing Car
Kit from the BSA can be used to build the car.

A. No Speed Wheels: Only original Pinewood Derby Kit Wheels may be used.
The wheel surface may be lightly sanded to remove burrs and imperfections, but
not such as to change the shape, design or intent of the wheel: no narrowing,
beveling, tapering of wheels will be permitted.

Visual inspection by Pinewood Derby judges will be final.
B. No Wafering: No Hub Caps, Graphite Pockets or substitution of material is
allowed.
Lubrication: Only graphite can be used as lubricant. Lubrication of the car is
optional prior to checking in the car. No graphite may be applied once the car has
passed inspection.

Inspection: Each car must pass inspection by the official inspection committee
before it may compete. The inspectors have the right to disqualify those cars
which do not meet these specifications.

Starting: Cars must start by gravity from a standstill, at a starting line on the
track or a special ramp, without any help. No pushing is allowed.

Heats: All races will be run on a system of elimination heats. Each participant
will be given a double elimination in order to place in the finals. The Grand
Champion will be awarded to the fastest car based on the fastest average time.
Race: In case of a breakdown on the track, the race is considered an official race.
If the car runs off the track, the contestant is entitled to one rerun only. In the
event of a mechanical problem with the car, the scout may take the car to the pit
area for repairs done under the supervision of the derby official.

Finish: The car whose nose is first
Over the finish line is the winner.

The Expo Committee is the final authority on all questions, disputes and
decisions relating to the Expo Pinewood Derby.

Scout must be present at the time of their races.
