General Instructions

Location

The Camporee will be held at Beaumont Scout Reservation in the Lane Area, Shippey area,
Nusser area, Rifle Range, Climbing Tower, Archery Range, etc. A map of Beaumont will be
distributed at the Friday night leaders meeting because we are basically covering the majority of
Beaumont Scout Reservation activity areas. ©

Registration and fees

The Pre-Registration form is on page 16 of this manual. It should be completed and submitted to
the Council office with a check for all fees by April 17, 2009. The fee is $6.00 for each
registered Scout/Adult, $3.00 for Webelos participant/Webelos Adult. This fee includes the
Camporee patch and program materials. Registration submitted after April 17 or on site will be
raised to $8.00 for each Scout/Adult, $5.00 for Webelos participant/Webelos Adult.

Webelos Dens and their adult leaders should pre-register with a Boy Scout Troop.
Webelos must camp with a troop and must provide their own two-deep leadership. The camping
area assigned to the troop will include an area for the Webelos. For those that preregister you
will have a designated camping spot reserved for you in the Lane Camping Area. For those that
register late, you will be camping in the Shippey Camping Area on a first come first served basis
for the “good spots” that are available.

Parking and Traffic Control

Please be courteous with your parking and car pool if possible. Parking is allowed only on the
field side of the road and you must be totally off of the road to allow traffic to pass by.
Drive slowly where scouts are present.

Check-in procedures

Camporee check-in will be between 5:00 and 7:00 pm on Friday night. Please do not arrive
before 5:00pm as campsite assignments and staff might not be ready. Upon arrival the SPL and
Unit Leader should come to the Camporee Headquarters to submit the completed Unit Roster
and show your paid Council Registration receipt or pay any balance of fees due. Please have
your Class I health forms for each Scout, Webelos and adult by check-in. Health forms remain in
the Unit's possession. The SPL should turn in their troop's Campfire Song or Skit and bring a 2-
3" diameter x 3-4' long friendship log for the campfire.

At the completion of Check-In, you will receive the Camporee Schedule of Events, which details
the rotation schedule for your patrol through each event and your campsite assignment.
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Check-Out Procedures

Check-Out on Sunday morning is completed through Camporee Headquarters. Units can leave
only after the Campmaster or his staff has inspected your campsite for cleanliness. Please
remove all logs to the wood line so as not to interfere with the mowers. Leave your campsite
better than you found it. Once the campsite has been inspected, the SPL can pick up the unit's
patches and awards from Headquarters.

Early Check-Out

Units needing to leave the Camporee early should let the staff know at Check-In. this will allow
for a campsite inspection and receipt of patches when leaving Saturday night. If possible, please
wait to leave until after Dinner is completed.

Rules and regulations

1. The Scout Oath and Law are the rules of this and all District Events.

2. Please use existing fire rings so that no new fire rings are created. Fires must be maintained
within the fire ring or pit or other device. All fires must be extinguished and logs removed
from the Camporee field before you vacate your campsite.

3. Camping spaces will be assigned. You will camp with one or two other units of relative
equal size. Please arrange your camp so the units have access to a central area.

4. All Scouts are expected to participate as patrols or dens in all of the programs.

5. Each unit must have a Senior Patrol Leader (SPL) who is in charge of the Troop for the

Camporee. The SPL must be present at check-in, check-out and any SPL meetings.

. Camping areas must be maintained at all times. Please keep your campsite area neat.

. Carry out all trash to the dumpsters on reservation property.

. NO alcoholic beverages, no fireworks, no firearms, no smoking around scouts, no charcoal

lighter fluid, no glass containers and no laser pointers are permitted.

9. Use of knives, axes and bow saws must be in an axe yard or directly supervised by an adult.
Sheath knives are not allowed at the Camporee.

First Aid

Serious injury or accident should be reported immediately to Camporee Headquarters. Each unit
should have its own first aid kit and be responsible to provide all routine first aid.

Latrines
Port-A-Potties will be located throughout the Camporee area. Do not dispose of trash in them.

Special Event—Camp Gear Swap Meet
This year we will be holding an opportunity for some of our newer troops to pick up some much
needed camping equipment. So this message goes out to those well established troops to bring
your extra gear that still has some life left in it for this event. Consider this as a “Good Turn
Project” and not a fund raiser for your troop. Set a token price on unused and surplus items that
are taking up space in the troop trailer and let them go to a good cause for troops just starting up.

1. Camping areas must be maintained at all times. Please keep your camping area neat. Set up
tents and dining areas in an orderly fashion.

2. No flames in tents!

Carry out all your own trash. You may use the designated dumpsters on reservation property.

4. Keep roadways clear. If you pull over to load or unload your vehicle, make sure that you

leave enough room for another vehicle to get by. Do not park on the roadway.

Please observe the posted quiet times.

6. Do not cut through another units’ camping area without first asking, and then receiving,
permission. Remember, a Scout is courteous!

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Patrol cooking

Each unit is encouraged to use the patrol method for camping and cooking. The use of
pressurized fuel is limited to those who have been properly trained in its use, as evidenced by a
“Toasted Chit” card. Each unit using pressurized fuel should have a lockable, pressurized fuel
storage container. The storage container should be placed in a designated pressurized fuel yard.

District campfire

Each troop is required to submit a song or a skit for the campfire. Please remember that your
audience will include Webelos. Adjust your tales accordingly and make them easy to understand.
Please turn in an outline or brief description of your skit at headquarters on Friday night when
you check in. The staff needs to approve them. Also please remember to bring a “friendship log’
to help build the fire. One is required, two or more would be welcomed. Don't forget to bring a
lawn chair.

Last but not least, skits from the adult leaders are also encouraged for those of you brave enough
to perform in front of a 1000+ scouts.
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Religious observances

A Scout is reverent. All religious services will be held Saturday evening at 7:00 p.m. (This is the
starting time for services; make sure you allow for travel time to the appropriate service). Each
Scout and Scouter is encouraged to attend the service of their choice. Locations will be
announced during the weekend.

Uniform

Your Scout or Webelos Field uniform is to be worn at Saturday dinner, at religious services and
at the District campfire. Scouts may wear their Troop's Activity uniform during Friday night and
Saturday's program events. In addition, SPL should be in uniform for the Friday SPL. meeting.

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Webelos Specific Events
Potato Race
In this event each Den will be given a spoon and a potato. The scouts will place the potato on the
spoon and they will race down to a cone and back. The spoon and potato will be handed off to
the next person in line and this process will continue until everybody has gone. The den to finish
first wins. If at any time the potato falls off the spoon the scout must return to the starting line.

Slingshot
Participants will use a good old fashioned slingshot. The object is to hit a pie tin as many times
as possible. There is no official scoring, this isn’t a competition. Just have fun with it.

Tent Set-Up

Each den will be given a tent to set up. Just like in Boy Scouts they won’t receive much
direction. They have to use their knowledge of knots and the little information we give them to
construct the tent. The group that sets it up the fastest and properly wins.

Man Overboard

A rogue wave just hit your boat throwing one of you overboard. You need to throw a life ring in
order to save him. You will have five throws to pull your man back on board. You need to
move quickly because in two minutes he will disappear under the waves.

BB Gun Range
This event is for the Webelos only and will not be over crowded by the Scouts. They have their
own rifle range event.

Important Webelos Event Information
Webelos are welcome to attend any of the learning events listed in the Scout section below such
as First Aid, Identification of Missouri plants and animal tracks, Knife Care, Knots and Lashings.

The only events listed in the Scout Events Section that are restricted to just Scouts are the .22
rifles, Shotguns and Climbing Tower simply due to age restrictions by the Safe Guide to
Scouting. The Archery, Knife and Tomahawk Throwing are available to the Webelos.

Scout Events
Rifle Range
This is an event for Boy Scouts only. Each Scout will be issued a .22 caliber rifle and a short
safety course. They will shoot at a target placed down range. There is no scoring for this
activity. It’s just something fun to do. Who doesn’t like shooting at targets?

First Aid

While waiting in line at the Rifle Range Scouts will be given the opportunity to learn the skills
needed to complete their first aid requirement. They will be taught how to care for someone who
is choking, how to care for simple cuts and scratches, how to treat blisters on the hands and feet,
how to care for minor burns or scalds (first degree), bites and stings, ticks, poisonous snakebites,
nosebleeds, frostbite and sunburns.
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Shotgun Range
At this station Scouts will be shooting shotguns. They will be aiming at clay birds. There is no
official scoring system, just bragging rights among friends.

Identifying Missouri Animal Tracks

While waiting in line at the shotgun range scouts can learn about animal tracks common to the
state of Missouri. This will allow young scouts to learn skills required to complete another
requirement. They will be asked to identify five animal tracks.

Climbing Tower

Scouts will be able to climb the tower located at the front of Beaumont. We will be operating all
four sides. This will be a timed event, with each Scout getting two minutes climbing time to see
how far they can make it. It can be done in two minutes, so give it your best try. Fastest times
will be announced at the campfire.

Pioneering

All climbers need to know the basic knots. At the pioneering station next to the climbing tower
you will be able to learn the five basic knots and lashings. A monkey bridge will be set up for
Scouts and Webelos to walk across if they desire to do so.

Knives and Tomahawks

At the knives station, you will be given three knives to throw at a target. Affixed to the target
will be balloons. The object is to stick the knife into the wooden target and pop the balloon. At
the tomahawks station you will be given three axes to throw. Pop the balloon and stick the axe
into the target.

Knife Care
Here you will learn how to properly sharpen, store and care for your knives. Bring your knives
to sharpen. We will provide the sharpening stone.

Archery
You will be given a bow and arrows. Aim at the target and try to get a bull’s-eye. It’s that easy.

Identifying Missouri Plants and Trees

While waiting in line at the Archery range scouts can learn about plants common to the state of
Missouri. This will allow young scouts to learn skills required to complete another requirement.
They will be asked to identify five common plants and a few poisonous ones as well.

Orienteering Course
This course will be set up to help scouts qualify for the First Class Rank requirement listed in the
handbook. It will be a one mile course that requires measuring a couple items along the way.

Adult Leader Chili Cook-Off Rules

1. You may use any size pot that you feel best serves your purpose to prepare your entry. You
must present your entry to the judges in the cooking pot. You will be cooking and presenting
some form of a Chili Dish. Your choice of meat or no meat is optional. Also submit your
recipe on a 3” x 57 card or sheet of paper. Include your name and unit number.

2. You will prepare all of your food at the cooking site. You may not prepare food or cook
ahead of time and then combine it with the rest of the items you cook on site. Canned items
such as corn, beans, tomatoes, etc are allowed. We don’t expect you to grow your own.
Unfortunately harvesting of deer or raccoons at Beaumont is frowned upon by the Rangers,
so you may want to bring your choice of meat with you.

3. All dishes must be up to HQ by 3:00 p.m. so that there will be ample judging time.

4. Entries will be judged on aroma, taste, appearance and presentation.

5. All participants will be expected to be in uniform, and a current registered Scout Leader.
6. 1%, 2™ and 3" place prizes will be awarded

7. We welcome all registered adult leaders to enter this event and have a great time cooking.
We hope you have fun and that you are better cooks for participating.

Judging:

Even those in the competition will be included in the judging. You can of course vote your own
as #1 if you honestly think it deserves it, but you still have to pick a worthy #2 and #3. ©

Scoring is as follows:

1¥ place vote get 3 points
2" place vote get 2 points
3" place vote gets 1 point.
