








RECOMMENDED EQUIPMENT LIST

e Backpack to carry your personal items such as first aid kit and water bottles
and anything else you may need throughout the course of the day.

e Personal gear you normally use on a day trip with your troop

e Rain gear, heavy coat, layered jackets, hat, gloves, ponchos, rope, dry clothes,
toilet paper, extra shoes(for after the event if needed), waterproof boots,
personal first aid kit, troop first aid kit, hiking staff, fire starting material
and/or matches, buckets or water jugs to douse your fire, saw, compass,
personal drinking water and scout handbook.

o Fire starting techniques will be scored higher for alternative ways
other than matches.

Each Troop / Patrol will need 3-4’ spars for lashing

Water will be provided for dousing your fires
