WHAT TO BRING ~ This is not a uniform event. Wear clothing appropriate for the weather,;
hot, cold or rainy. Pack your own lunch or snacks, rain gear, water bottles, pen or pencil, 1 gal.
Ziploc type bag and a camp or lawn chair. Also bring a pair of leather palmed work gloves; they
don’t have to be new, just not covered with oil or paint.
» Also bring a completed BSA Annual Health & Medical Record, parts A & B completed.
This does not require a doctor's exam and the form is available on the council website,
Resources Section.

TRAINING FEE~ $25 which includes seat harness, bandana, notebook, two patches or $5 if
you have taken Challenge Course Training — bring your three ring binder & seat harness.
You will receive two patches and the inserts for Rock Climbing Training. The Council does not
send a receipt back to you unless you request it or pay in person.

CLASS SIZE & PRE~REGISTRATION ~ There is a 20 person class size limit. Units may not
sign up more than three Scouters for a Climbing Tower Training experience.
